Riverside Theatre for Kids workshops are built to offer 
performance opportunities, behind-the-scenes access to 
professional & educational shows at Riverside, and further 
develop students' skills in all area of theatre.

Each regular session is 6 weeks long and meets 
Mondays and Thursdays from 4 - 6pm, with a special 
Festival of Trees workshop that meets for 4 weeks on 
Mondays and Thursdays from 4 - 6pm and performs 
throughout the Festival weekend!

Our very popular Schoolsical program will return in the fall 
with Disney's The Lion King KIDS. This is an afterschool 
residency program that has our professional staff working 
with students at local schools and youth groups to rehearse 
their show on site for 6 weeks before bringing them to 
Riverside Theatre for a final tech rehearsal in our facilities. 
The shows take place in the Anne Morton Theatre. Each 
school gets two performances: one evening show and one 
matinee show. Depending on the school’s schedule, a 
teacher or principal may request a performance in the Fall or 
Spring. In the 10 years we've been doing this program, over 
1000 students have participated, with many of them getting 
their first chance to perform ever. Disney’s Lion King KIDS will 
rehearse on Tuesdays and Thursdays at your school in either 
the fall or the spring. Our goal for the next school year is to 
offer this residency to even more schools in the Indian River 
School District, especially ones that have never hosted this 
program before.
